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1 INTRODUCTION [Arial, 12-point, bold, upper case and left alig.]

The length of the text must be 5000/10000 words (including references). Page setup should be 2.5 cm on horizontal margins and 3 cm on vertical margins. All the text must be in one column and Arial font, including figures and tables, with single line spacing and 6-point front/back paragraph spacing. [Arial, 11 point, justified alignment].
2 LITERATURE REVIEW

The review of the literature must summarize the current state of the question under investigation by placing the work within the international context, and explain which conclusions drawn by other authors, if appropriate, are being questioned or extended. The review must include a general explanation of the study, its main aim and the methodological design followed.

3 METHODOLOGY

A paper should contain the description of your study and should be structured in different sections such as: Abstract, Introduction, Literature review, Methodology, Results, Conclusions, Acknowledgements (if applicable) and References. Use as many subsections as you need.
4 RESULTS

The text included in the sections or subsections must begin one line after the section or subsection title. Do not use hard tabs and hard returns.
4.1 Subsection [Arial 12, bold, left alignment and capitalize the first letter]

Please, do not number manually the sections and subsections; the template will do it automatically. 

4.1.1 Sub-subsection: Guidelines for abbreviations and acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Do not use abbreviations in the title or heads unless they are unavoidable.

4.1.2 Sub-subsection: Guidelines for figures and tables

Tables and figures should be centred and are numbered independently, in the sequence in which you refer to them in the text. A table or figure should never appear without reference to it in the text prior to it. Use terms like "Figure 1" or “Table 1”. Figure captions should be below figures and graphics; table heads should appear above tables.

Inferences from the findings should be mentioned along with their limitations, including deductions for future research, and the conclusions should be linked with the study aims, avoiding gratuitous statements and conclusions not supported fully by the research data.

Bibliographic citations must be taken from the original documents – preferably journals and to a lesser extent books - always indicating the initial and final page of the article or work from which they have been taken, except for complete works.

Given the importance of citations for indexation purposes and calculations of impact factors, correct citation will be assessed in accordance with these strict standards, valuing the inclusion not only of national but also international references, and especially in English.
